These are ideas for chapter programs that might come from members reading the award book and the other books of interest.

MY WORD!  Plagiarism and College Culture by Dr. Susan Blum, Educator’s Award Recipient
· A panel of educators from different levels could discuss opportunities for original research projects which might assist with prevention of plagiarism.  
· A review of the book would point to the widespread concern about plagiarism and the complexity of the issue in our internet world.
· A chapter/council panel discussion regarding the local issue of plagiarism might be expanded to include a local high school/college faculty discussion of the issue.  Invite non-members to the meeting or take the subject of plagiarism out into the community under the sponsorship of Delta Kappa Gamma.
POSEIDON’S STEED: The Story of Seahorses from Myth to Reality by Helen Scales, Honorable Mention
· Members could bring various items of sea jewelry (such as seahorses, starfish, and turtles) to share through discussion after the book is reviewed by a member.  How do these jewelry items bring discussions with students and adults when they are worn?  How might  the items bring ecological awareness?

· This book is an excellent source of information for a specific study of seahorses.  It is a subject that few have studied, yet it may be of genuine interest to both members and nonmembers.
Other Recommended Books

THE MEN WHO KILLED ME:  Rwandan Survivors of Sexual Violence, by Anne-Marie deBrouwer and Sandra Ka Hon Chu Testimonials of seventeen survivors of the atrocity between Hutu and Tutsi in 1994 provides material for the 7th purpose of Delta Kappa Gamma.  Review of this emotionally charged title by a chapter member could lead to several program possibilities:

· Following presentation of information from the book, an individual having served in the military in Iraq and/or Afghanistan could be invited to speak of treatment of women witnessed during their time of service.

· Such serious topics as human trafficking, date rape, victim compensation and protection, or domestic violence could be explored.
· A review would help members to recognize the continuing needs of many women in parts of Africa and might lead to further areas of  study or to  participation in humanitarian projects there.
The Latino Education Crisis: The Consequences of Failed Social Policies, by Patricia Gandara and Frances Contreras
· A book that could initiate chapter discussion on the economics and education of the Latino community as it applies to the local schools and the community.  
· It could be the basis of a community discussion sponsored by local Delta Kappa Gamma chapter(s).
