Rolocu is a Twist'n'Swap Puzzle

The difficulty gives the number of solutions
to the Sudoku grid without taking into
account the words. The higher the number
the harder the puzzle.

The four words can appear forwards or
backwards horizontally, vertically or
diagonally.

In each case the nine letters spell a word.
The nine letter word and the four letter
words can be obscure and can be British or
American.
