Someone, way back in 1948,
felt I was a good teacher—enough
to present my name as a prospective
member. I could never not live up to
that confidence in me.”

A few months ago, I said that we
need to tell our stories, about students
and teachers we have had and how
they influenced our lives, and we,
theirs. Pride in our profession and in
our personal careers as educators—
those are the stories that are being sent
to me via emails or letters.

The above quote, from a 63-year
member who received an honorary
Doctorate of Humane Letters from
the University of Vermont last May,
at age 95, is an eloquent statement of
pride in membership. Dr. Thorpe’s
letter reinforces that we need to
be more public about our pride in
DKG membership, through elevator
speeches, talks with prospective
members and colleagues, and
conversations in our communities.

Our new orientation and
reorientation materials are named
Pride in the Big Picture and Sustaining
Pride in the Big Picture for very good
reasons. How can we not be proud of
our membership when we look at the
myriad ways we further educational
excellence worldwide, both as leading
women educators in our field and as
a Society? How can we not be proud
of the benefits and opportunities for
members, especially during this time
when members across the Society
are receiving Emergency Fund
checks because of personal loss due
to flooding, wild fires, earthquakes,
tornadoes and hurricanes?

We can take pride in the
enormous strides forward our
organization is taking, in realizing our
vision of a global impact on education:

donations to UNICEF’s Schools for
Africa project, teaching teachers in
other countries better ways to teach
English to their students, support for
local women’s shelters, school supplies
for needy children, donated books to
hospital and doctors’ office waiting
rooms, and so many more worthwhile
efforts.

planned for July 2012 proposal

(SECE) has been received so positively
by members across the Society that
the committee decided at its August
meeting to propose that the 2012

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Online election

security discussed

The Ad Hoc Committee to Study
Electronic Elections is diving into the
security topic. Committee members
have questioned security of email
addresses, ways of assuring that each
member has only one vote, and the
confidentially of election results prior
to the close of the voting period.

Voting online will require that
each member have on file with Society
Headquarters her current email
address. Her email address could be
used to receive an alert notification
for the voting period. Any company
providing election services for DKG
would be required to guarantee
protection of members’ information.

Election methods researched by
the Ad Hoc Committee provide that
the first vote cast by any member
would be the only one recorded. This
would insure “one member, one vote.”

Election results can be reported
in several ways for future analysis.
When members vote during a given
time period, number of votes for each
candidate from each region, and other
data could be available.

Most importantly, members’
information would be secure. Election
results would be secure before the
committee would recommend an
election provider.

Emergency Fund lifts spirits

From flash floods to wild fires, weather
and people have matched wits recently.
Members have kept the emails filled
with news about those in areas affected
by extreme weather conditions or
with questions about how friends are
doing. State organization presidents
have checked with chapters to verify
situations and members’ health and
well-being.

From July 1 through September of
this year, the Society Emergency Fund
has sent $500 checks to 54 members
suffering major losses due to natural
disasters. From a hole knocked in a
roof by a tree to 12 inches of water
in the house, from windows blown
out to week-long power outages with
sewer backups, the requests have come
to Society Headquarters. We are
proud to say that requests are usually
processed and checks mailed within
two days.

The state organization
president needs a current address
for the member to receive a check if
conditions have forced her to evacuate
her home. A detailed list of the losses
or damages is not necessary, just send
the description of the situation that
makes it a natural disaster and a major
loss. If you are uncertain about what
qualifies for an Emergency Fund
check, call us and ask. It’s a simple
procedure with about a half page of
information, including name, current
address, and nature and cause of
damage.

This summer during the regional
conferences, members gave more than
$35,000 to the fund. This generosity
continues to make possible comments
from members like this one sent from
North Carolina recently:

When I contributed to the fund in
the past, I never considered that I might

one day be a recipient. It lifts my spirits
to feel a solidarity with sisters around the
world.

Makes me proud! Hope you feel
the same.

Beginning July 1 the Emergency
Fund and other Society funds changed
to the 501 (c) 3 umbrella of the DKG
Supporting Corporation. This means
that donations to those funds are tax
deductible under U.S. tax laws. Funds
that are tax deductible are

+ ETH Leadership Fund
+ Golden Gift Fund

We are very pleased that all this
paperwork, planning and filing was
approved, and we can offer this tax
deduction benefit to members. I am
working with Canadian members
to extend the tax deduction to
Canadian members also. I wish taxes
and deductions and money systems
were more universal, so we would
have similar benefits throughout our
membership.

As I write this, the fires in my
area of Texas are “contained.” Fear
of more fire stays with us due to
dry conditions, wind and careless
people. Rain seems to be attracted to
the same areas already saturated, so
sliding foundations and heavy seepage
still worry those living in already
soggy conditions. Our thoughts and
concerns are with you all!

I wish you a happy heart, genuine
spiritual friendships and rejuvenating
hugs (found at each chapter meeting)
as you wrap up 2011. It's been an
interesting year with preparations for
continuing to Embrace Our Vision and
Design Our Future in 2012,

Celebrating Alberta’s NW Success

Forum Update

In odd-numbered years, the
Canadian Forum takes place in two
parts and at two locations. At the 2011
Northeast Canadian Forum meeting,
23 members were in attendance,
including one first-timer. Part two,
at Northwest, saw 80 members in
attendance, including 26 first-time
forum attendees! Due to the success
of the first-timers initiative, Forum

members indicated an interest in
continuing this partial subsidy for the
International Convention in 2012.

If you are considering attending a
Canadian Forum for the first time, be
sure to contact the Forum Chair.

This year’s Canadian Forum
meetings focused on member
exchange! Members participated in a
carousel activity, including a discussion
of the Canadian Forum Operational
guidelines that were approved at the
May 2011 meeting of the International
Administrative Board.

Members were also called upon
to identify areas of concerns in
educational contexts in Canada,
and discuss strategies for improving
communication among Canadian
members, as well as to provide input
on future directions for the Canadian

project.

During the business portions
of both meetings, members voted
to increase funding of the Canadian
project from $2 to $5 per Canadian
member, While the Forum does not
levy fees to members, this commitment
has been made by provincial state
organizations on behalf of the
Canadian membership.

Canadian members remain
committed to a Canada-wide project
and will consider new project
proposals at the Forum meeting at
