The honor organization of key women educators was formed in Austin, Texas on May 11, 1929, by Dr. Annie Webb Blanton from a nucleus of 12 founders representing all levels of education, kindergarten through university.  Professor of rural education at the University of Texas, Blanton was elected president of the Texas State Teachers’ Association in 1916, the first woman to hold that office.  She was also the first woman to serve Texas as State Superintendent of Public Instruction, having been elected in 1918.
