How of ten should 
the Web si te be 
updated?

A Web site is made up of 
two or more Web pages 
which are linked together. 
Updating pages depends on 
the page content.

If the page contains static �t��
information, such as the 
Purposes or Mission Statement, 
it need not be regularly updated.
A page listing the chapter �t��
o�cers should be updated 
when the o�cers change. With 
permission, photos of o�cers 
could be included.
A page consisting of the �t��
schedule of meetings should be 
updated when a change occurs.
A page of announcements �t��
should be changed frequently. 
Change the images or photos 
that support announcements 

when a new item is not available. 
Photo pages should be updated �t��
fairly often, adding new photos, 
removing old ones.
Use photos instead of clipart. �t��
Take lots of pictures.
If a page has a calendar, keep up-�t��
to-date weekly.
If the chapter newsletter is �t��
posted online, update with every 
new edition. Send out an e-mail 
announcing when the newsletter 
is ready for viewing.
