To rent space from international the 
fi rst time, complete the Web Space 
Rental Request (Form 74). Send to 
international as indicated on the form. 
Your check or credit card information 
will include the set-up fee of $15 and 
the yearly rental of $36 for a total of 
$51. Look for forms on the Web site. 
Go to the library section. Find forms

on the left, and then Web site forms. 
To renew the fee is only $36. You 

will receive follow-up information 
for setting up your site from the 
international web manager after the 
form and fee are received.

A chapter or state organization 
is not required to rent space from 
international in order to be linked. To 
be linked to International, complete 
the Certifi ed Link Request. 

Your site will be evaluated by a 
member of the communications and 
publicity committee to verify that it 
meets all the requirements listed on 
the form. Notifi cation will be sent to 
the international 
web manager who 
will link your site 
to international 
and send you a 
certifi ed seal.
